Chair Dana Shuttleworth opened the meeting at 4:30 p.m. Also attending was Vice Chairman, Paul Thompson, Board Member Bill Gianacoples, and Health Director, William Holt.1 Absent Heath Inspector, Virginia Bacon
G. Mello Transfer Station – The Board had listened to the concerns of the neighbors, citizens and now it’s the decision time for the board.  However, that decision to grant or deny conditions unlike the decisions made by other Georgetown boards is limited, in its latitude by the regulations of MGL. Chapter 111 section 150A & 150 ½.  Those regulations very clearly state what criteria the board can consider in its deliberations.  There are 3 of them:  1.) That the board has received invitation from DEP that the proposed site complies with the regulations.  2.)  The local board of health consider any concerns related to public safety and safety sited by Mass DEP of Public Health.  3.) That the board should grant the site assignment unless the findings site criteria of MGL. chapter 111 section 150A & 150 ½ that such a siting would constitute a danger to public Health safety or environmental, the boards decision must be made based on evidence presented at the 3 public hearings, in the event of an appeal of the board’s decision by the applicant the boards findings must adhere to the regulations record of evidence to support the boards decision.  The rules for the audience are simple, their will be no talking to the board, please turn off your ringers on cell phones, this is going to be televised and recorded.  Now I ask Town Counsel, Jeff Blake to advise the board and any procedural matters.   You are going to sit down and deliberate, but as I mentioned before you are somewhat constrained as to what you are doing in your deliberation, applicant has provided the board with a draft decision. Not bound by that draft decision in anyway.  Jeff Blake suggests to the board to do today, regarding how you want to conduct what is going on here, you may want to take the draft decision and go down through each individual area, cause the decision has touched on all of the relevant criteria’s obviously this is the applicant’s version of what happened.  You can certainly tweak it, change it, delete it you don’t have to use it at all.  The other issue I saw in reviewing this, during the hearing there were a number of conditions that were agreed upon or at least proposed and I don’t see them in this, but that certainly is something we would typically do at the end of a decision.  We would put in a number of conditions and I think the applicant is already agreed to a number of conditions.  Now Town Counsel will put together a draft decision that reflects your input, then we would meet one more time and typically the board meets to go over it and tweak it even more. Next meeting is Thursday, May 12th @ 4:30 p.m. to go over decision.
