20 Carleton Drive G. Mello Transfer Station;

Provided BOH Site Assignment Decision.  Noted that a proposed septic system location is shown, no formal submittal for septic approval has been made, will review upon receipt.  Noted that BOS Host agreement mentions Air Quality monitoring devices will be installed, which will assist in complying with the BOH condition of the Site Assignment decision related to Air Quality.  I am still reviewing the Drainage Design and Stormwater Management Plan. Sent Planning Board a memo. 
Complaints Received:
123 Central Street resident / tenant complained about leaking roof into ceiling, light fixture long term staining of ceiling. Response: Sent Notice of Housing Code violation and Order to Correct within 7 days via regular US Postal Service and certified mail/return receipt. The property owner / landlord informed me that a temporary patch had been installed on the roof and it appears to have eliminated the leak, an electrician and contractor were hired to repair the interior damage.  A permanent solution, replacement of the entire roof, will be completed by mid July, pending weather and availability of contractor. I will continue to monitor the situation to determine if further action by the BOH is required.
 Other BOH Business: 

 Public Health Nurse Pam Lara – contract extension for 2024; wage increase; $610.36 monthly.
Town Physician consultant – contract extension for 2024

Proposed clinics, flu other: 

None

Updates: Smoke shop coming to the Eagle Building Cigar/Pipe & current Smoke Shop wants a smoking lounge now.  Health Director, William Holt is going to get in touch with town council to discuss if allowable in Georgetown.
240 Andover Street – Title 5 inspection revealed unapproved uses that required removal prior to acceptance of passing report status. Owner has initiated the process to obtain (Building Dept) permits, to remove the non-compliant and un-permitted plumbing in the “bunkhouse” and one bedroom apartment. The BOH will want certification from Plumbing Inspector that work has been completed in compliance with building code. I will make a site visit to confirm uses have been abandoned.
