CORRESPONDENCE
· By unanimous vote, the committee Approved Meeting Minutes for Nov. 18th, 2021.
NEW BUSINESS:
· Selectman Doug Dawes reported that State Legislation had just passed, restricting the 3% local impact fees municipalities have been taking from marijuana businesses. This will, over time, erode the ability Georgetown has to enforce host agreements, thus creating uncertainty for GCCC funding from Healthy Pharms down the road. However, Healthy Pharms wants to be a good neighbor, and has taken steps to demonstrate this for years. So while FY23 still looks assured, and the future is yet to be determined, it could be bright. · Town Administrator Pacheco reported that 1) the $12,500 for the GCCC FY22 is available from our budget line, 2) we need to have it encumbered by June 30th, spent/transferred out by July 15th. 3) the GCCC can vote to spend it on vendors lined up by the GYCC if it chooses. 

· Erin Duggan confirmed that the GYCC would like to implement a peer mentoring program using the same vendor/curriculum as the schools, plus a social emotional program over the summer. She will submit invoices through Friends of the GYCC to the GCCC for approval on our June 16th meeting. 

· The committee unanimously voted to approve Appointment of Fire Chief Charles Savage to the GeorgetownCARES Steering Committee.

· Committee voted to approve Kip Durney’s donation of $155 to cover Spruce Peak Consulting’s annual invoice of $155 for GeorgetownCARES website hosting FY22 services. Orlando Pacheco suggested that the new Town Website include webhosting of the GeorgetownCARES website, since Spruce Peak will no longer be able to provide these services. https://www.georgetowncaresma.org
