CORRESPONDENCE – The committee approved the Meeting Minutes for 12/19/2019.
Re: New Business

· The Committee discussed the MA Marijuana Regulation Fund and how to access it. Also known as the Cannibis Reserve Fund (up to $71 million). Doug will contact Representative Mirra to find out how the GCCC could apply to receive it, most likely in FY2021. https://mass-cannabis-control.com/wp-content/uploads/2018/03/Reposted-031218-CCC-Final-Regulations-with-disclaimer.pdf 
· We discussed The American Lung Association’s program, NOT: Not on Tobacco https://www.lung.org/stop-smoking/helping-teens-quit/not-on-tobacco.html . Pam will do more research on cost, consult the school department on need and fit, and report back in February. We are interested in sponsoring vaping cessation programs both for youth and adults. 
· Essex Country Asset Building Network Update (ECAB) – Tina Los shared that results for the 2019 Attitudes and Behavior Survey, conducted for grades 6-12 in December, were in and scheduled to be analyzed in February. Presentation to the community by youth will happen in April, along with/at the same time as a grand opening for the Georgetown Youth Community Center (GYCC). The Tower Foundation renewed the ECAB grant for 2 years going forward. 
· Budget Review: We have approximately $8K to spend before the end of FY2020. $2500 is reserved for a contribution to ECAB. We may also be able to encumber the $5K if we have it for our FY2021 ECAB Contribution before June 30th. $25K more will be coming into our account in Nov. 2020, so that is how much we will have to spend in FY2021, and then again in Nov. 2021 for FY2022.
