NEW/OLD BUSINESS: 

· The GCCC has $15K to disperse/invest by June 30th to organizations filling the GCCC Mission w/programs, materials or speakers promoting substance misuse prevention and/or treatment. The committee discussed spending $$ on

· Grant to Friends of the GYCC to fund Spring Programming, based on 40 Developmental 

Assets, which research shows helps reduce youth substance use. Doug will consult with Town Counsel on this for our next meeting. SPRING PROGRAM BOOK
· School ongoing financial needs/fees for health & wellness curriculum and Fly Sense Vaping detectors.

· Parent Speaker Lynn Lyons ($2-3K) event for parents under a school tent this Spring - https://www.lynnlyons.com Asset & Behavior 2019 Survey results could be discussed at this speaking event.
· Report from Selectman Dawes on 
1) Attorney opinion of FY21 GCCC$ funding being allocated through a grant process to the 501C3 Friends of the GYCC in order to support FY21 GYCC Spring Programming for youth.

Town Atty Tom McKennany has not gotten back to Doug. Per the town attorney’s written opinions from 2020, it is possible that through a grant process, we could potentially fund non-profit prevention programs (potentially the GYCC Spring Programming) less than 10K that benefit Georgetown residents. Doug will reach out again, and let me know the next steps before our next meeting.

2) Potential future funding of the GYCC from Mission Dispensary or other companies. We discussed that town organizations who would like such funding could build a direct positive relationship with such companies, who are motivated to be good “Georgetown neighbors.” Will consider further how we could facilitate this going forward. 

· Discussed results of fall 2019 Assets & Behavior (A&B) Survey of Georgetown youth, grades 6-12, as follows:

· On the positive side (looking at assets, thriving indicators, & developmental deficits) selected results indicate, (10 HIGHEST overall assets):

· -85% of our student say actively engaged in learning. SCHOOL ENGAGEMENT

· - 84% of our students' best friends model responsible behavior. POSITIVE PEER INFLUENCE
· - 83% of our students feel their families provide high levels of love and support. FAMILY SUPPORT

· - 78% of our students are motivated to achieve and do well in school. ACHIEVEMENT MOTIVATION
· - 76% of our students spend 3+ hours a week in YOUTH PROGRAMS (sports, clubs, etc.) 

· - 72% of our students value RESPONSIBILITY, accepts and takes personal responsibility. 
· - 71% of our students have a positive view of their personal future. POSITIVE PERSONAL FUTURE

· - 70% of our students value INTEGRITY, acting on convictions & standing up for their beliefs. 

· - 70% of our students value HONESTY, telling the truth when it is not easy. 

· - 70% of our students spend 5 or more nights/week with family/or structured activities. TIME HOME

· On the side that perhaps our schools and/or community could look to improve (10 LOWEST overall) :

· - 13% of our students read for pleasure. READING FOR PLEASURE

· - 18% of our students spend 3 or more hours a week in lessons or practice in music, theatre, or other arts CREATIVE ACTIVITIES. 

· - 27% of our students’ parents actively help with school success. PARENT SCHOOL INVOLVEMENT

· - 30% of our students spend 1+ hours/week in religious activities. RELIGIOUS COMMUNITY

· - 30% of our students feel that the community values youth. COMMUNITY VALUES YOUTH

· - 35% of our students know how to plan ahead, make choices. PLANNING & DECISION MAKING

· - 39% of our students feel that family communicates positively, willing to seek advice/counsel from parents. POSITIVE FAMILY COMMUNICATION
· - 40% of our students feel the school provides a caring environment. CARING SCHOOL CLIMATE

· - 40% of our students are given useful roles in the community. YOUTH AS RESOURCES
· - 42% of our students feel her or she has control over “things that happen to me” PERSONAL POWER
· - 44% of our students feel that parents/other adults model positive behavior. ADULT ROLE MODELS 
Quick Take-Aways discussed: 

· Positive Peer Influence – Need more adult strong relationships/see adult role models.. Possibly less bullying, social norms messaging will be effect. 

· Family Support – Families want to support their children, but don’t know how (low fam communications)

· Youth Programs – Build on these

· Read for pleasure – book clubs

· Creative activities – Keep up maker spaces

· Parent School involvement – work on this to add positivity – engaged community, too negative

· Caring School Climate – explore what this means

· Youth as Resources – enhance student voice

· Personal Power – support covid trauma

· Religious Community – Opportunity to engage youth, reach out to parents

· 85% of youth engaged with school – is this correct?
