February 12, 2018
Meeting opened at 8:59 a.m.  Re-organization of the board Motion: Bill Giancopolas made a motion that Paul Thompson to be the new Chairman of the Board of Health, it was seconded: By Dana Shuttleworth, and voted unanimously.  A motion was made by Paul Thompson made a motion that Bill Giancoples to be the clerk, seconded: By Dana Shuttleworth, and voted unanimously.
14 PINE GROVE AVE. – Professional Engineer Thomas Mannetta, requested the following variances:  1.) Minimum setback from septic tank to property line, required 10’ proposed 3’.  2.) Minimum setback from septic tank to foundation, required 50’ proposed 4’.  3.) Minimum setback from septic tank to private well, required 50’ proposed 17’ with a linear around tank.  4.) A tight tank.  The property is a very small restricted lot and the setbacks from the private drinking well and the Pentucket Pond are limited, therefore a proposed tight tank has been submitted for approval. The Abutter from 16 Pine Grove was at the meeting to observe, because she may also need similar variances when it is time to upgrade her septic system.  Motion:  By Dana Shuttleworth to approve the variances as requested, Seconded:  By Bill Giancoples, unanimous.
38 BROOK STREET/175 CENTRAL STREET: Bob Grasso from ELS presented a proposed shared septic system design for the property owner of 175 Central Street. Also in attendance was Attorney Jay Connelly for the property Owner of 175 Central Street. Health Agent Deborah Rogers, explaining the history of both property’s for the new Board Member, Dana Shuttleworth.  The properties have come before the Board again. According to Bob Grasso the new proposed shared septic design will bring the septic out of the wetland buffer zone, in order to meet the Conservation Commission’s requirements.  The Board questioned why the property owners weren’t attending the meeting. Bill Gianacoples stated he would like to see both parties present.  Attorney, Jay Connelly stated there would be an agreement recorded at the registry of deeds between both parties.  Paul Thompson asked the Health Agent if any other shared systems are in Georgetown. The Health Agent stated she is unaware of any shared systems in Georgetown. Paul has asked the Health Agent to check with surrounding towns to see if they allow shared systems.  Health Agent Deb Rogers stated for the record she still believes the septic system at 175 Central Street is an increase in flow / new construction. In addition, Peter Durkee the Highway Surveyor would need to review the septic plan because it is within10’ of the roadway. The Board stated they will take the information under advisement and they would need to research more information regarding shared systems.  Motion:  By Bill to continue until next regular BOH meeting,   Seconded:  By Dana Shuttleworth, unanimous.
Tobacco Regulations – Pam Lundquest, 10 Hawk Way discussed vapes, nicotine, in the community.  She brought in a hand flyer with surveys in the high school; a survey was conducted last fall.  160 cities moved the buying age for the sales of tobacco to 21. The Georgetown Local Tobacco Regulations do not directly include vapes, flavored tobacco products, nicotine or electronic cigarettes. The Board agreed the local regulations should be updated and amended as necessary. They would like to take all the information under advisement and do further research. 
Nurse’s contract – Public Health Nurse Pam Lara, has worked for the Board of Health for the past 6 years.  For the past six years the Nurses annual contract has been $4,950. The Public Health Nurse has requested an increase in her annual contract to $6140. This increase is a 25% increase which equals out to be approximately a 4% increase over the six year period. The new contract starts July 1, 2018. Motion: By Dana Shuttleworth to increase the Public Health Nurse's contract for FY19, in the amount of $6,140.00, Seconded:  By Bill Gianacoples, unanimous.
