Septic system review with waivers:

5 Rock Pond Ave – Engineer, Jim Scanlan here requesting the following waivers:1.) Waiver for system setback to wetland resource area from 100 feet to 50 feet (complies with Title 5).2.) Waiver for setback from tanks to cellar wall from 10 feet required to 4 feet provided; with impervious liner.3.) Waiver for setback from SAS to cellar wall from 20 feet required to 10 feet provided; with impervious liner. 4.) Waiver for local BOH regulation daily flow of 330 GPD for two-bedroom home to 220 GPD, (complies with Title 5). With a condition that a deed restriction for two bedroom AND no garbage grinder be installed recorded at the ESRD prior to issuance of CoC.  5.) Waiver the requirement for a 2000-gallon two compartment tank to a 1500-gallon two compartment tank. (The daily flow is 220 GPD which will allow for a 4+ day retention time in the tank). 6.) Waiver to allow one deep hole observation due to limited area available to perform testing. Motion:  By Peter Lawler to approve the waivers as submitted, Seconded:  By Paul Thompson, unanimously.

Complaints Received:

9 Middle Street – regarding Niki’s Restaurant   resident complained about      

odor from dumpster.  Inspected site for dumpster location and odor, no 

odor while on Middle Street, dumpster is located approximately 35-40 feet 

directly opposite from #9 Middle. Dumpster is located in the back of the restaurant property very close to property/street line on Middle.   On the premises, odor evident from dumpster going toward Central Street.  If wind shifts toward Middle likely odor would be noticeable.  

No one at the restaurant during inspection, left a copy of our Dumpster Regulations, and a notice to call BOH office to discuss.  Reviewed aerial photos from 2020 and 2017, upon which it is clear the dumpster was then located nearer the restaurant in the corner of the property with the Mobil station.  Owner called and indicated he would relocate the dumpster away from Middle.  

Reinspected the site on Wednesday morning and the dumpster had been relocated as indicated to the location back in 2017-2020.

Resolution – the relocation is the best location for the dumpster and will serve to limit the odor impact to residential properties.  If further complaints persist, we will require that the dumpster be cleaned regularly and/or lime applications initiated.

bedroom apartment. Permits were applied for and issued. The BOH will want certification from Plumbing Inspector has certified that the work has been completed in compliance with building code.
