CORRESPONDENCE
· Approved Meeting Minutes for June 16, 2022 and September 22, 2022. (unanimous VOTE)
NEW BUSINESS/DISCUSSION:

· Discussed potential future funding. Per Selectman Dawes, Mission Dispensary will provide per the host agreement $25,000 check on or around November 10th, 2022 to the GCCC’s budget line. The GCCC is extremely grateful for Mission Dispensary’s generosity. 

· Approved the Essex County Asset Builder Network (ECAB) FY23 MOU & invoice for $5,000 submitted for ECAB to implement Positive Youth Development faculty professional development and support the Georgetown Youth Coalition with programmed events based on the 40 Developmental Assets framework for students 6-12th grades, conditionally upon the receipt of $25,000 from Mission Dispensary in November 2022. (unanimous VOTE) 
· ECAB’s FY23 services will address mental health challenges identified in students engaging in risky substance use disorder-related activities. They will include retreat events for the Georgetown Youth Coalition such as one in February, 2023 at Camp Cedar Mill/Ipswich YMCA and also Project Adventure in May, 2023. 
· Approved the Pettengill House FY23 MOU & invoice for $7,500 submitted for Pettengill Substance Use Disorder services for Georgetown Residents, conditionally upon the receipt of $25,000 from Mission Dispensary in November 2022. (unanimous VOTE) 

· Pettengill House’s FY23 invoice originally reflected a request for $8,700, based on increased case counts over time. The most recent quarterly report (July 1-Oct. 1, 2022) showed a 158% increase in interventions year over year, growing from 17 into 4. The GCCC regretfully could only fund the Pettengill House’s request with $7,500, as level-funding is our only option at this point to stay within budget. 
· Approved the Friends of the GYCC FY23 MOU & invoice for $12,500 submitted for GYCC programming building Developmental Assets based on youth input provided in a safe and inclusive space for Georgetown Youth grades 4-12, conditionally upon the receipt of $25,000 from Mission Dispensary in November 2022. (unanimous VOTE) 

· The Friends of the GYCC originally asked for $17,820 for programs to promote physical activity, giving to others, mindfulness, commitment to creative learning. The GCCC regretfully could only fund the Friends of the GYCC’s request with $12,500, as level-funding is our only option at this point to stay within budget. 
· Pam will contact Amy Smith regarding the status of GCCC Website updates and the ability to use it to communicate the benefits for the town from GCCC initiatives.
