CORRESPONDENCE
We approved the Meeting Minutes for 8/13/2018.
INFORMATION FOR THE COMMITTEE
We discussed and reviewed the article, “A Dire Warning on Vaping,” in this week’s Georgetown Record, the Diane Knight presentation on 9/25 on the Dangers of Vaping, the ECAB Mini-Grant for $2500 that GeorgetownCARES is planning to submit to help fund the new Youth Rec Center, and the BOS presentation on 8/13/18. 

A review of the GeorgetownCARES Budget shows $1,226.15 as the ending cash balance for FY2018, with a $20,000 deposit expected from Healthy Pharms in November 2018. 

SRO Olshefsky filled us in on plans to present “Hidden in Plain Sight,” for the Georgetown Community on March 19th, 2019. Kerry Lee from GMHS will help create a teenager’s bedroom scene, and parents will be able to participate in a scavenger hunt for around 30 items that young people might use to hide illegal substances. http://powertotheparent.org/be-aware/hidden-in-plain-sight/ 

Pastor Brent Fugate let the committee know about a new Christian Addiction Recovery Program the Byfield Parish Church is planning on starting in November; he will give us information to be shared with the community soon. http://byfieldparish.org 

Lt. Hatch told us about the Police Assisted Addiction & Recovery Initiative that the Georgetown Police Department is a part of. After every overdose in Georgetown within 24 hours, an officer along with a recovery coach, visits the home, to offer help to both the addict and the family. Even if the overdose occurs in another town, if it happens to a Georgetown resident, the Police will be alerted. https://paariusa.org 

We discussed the play, “Four Legs to Stand On,” that GeorgetownCARES plans to present with the Georgetown PTA on Nov. 13th. A NEW THEATRICAL PRODUCTION – FOUR LEGS TO STAND ON - An event Co-Sponsored by The Georgetown PTA & GeorgetownCARES – Save the Date, November 13th, 6:30-8:30 in the GMHS Auditorium! This popular program is a therapeutic theater production inspired by the community narratives of South Kingstown, RI. It is about a family suffering from both cancer and prescription drug addiction, juxtaposing the two to show the double standard reflected in the stigma around substance abuse.
