· OLD BUSINESS: 

· The Pettengill House, Inc. - GeorgetownCARES Agreement – Substance Addiction Pilot Initiative Overview and Invoice FY2021 Committee voted to APPROVE Agreement including Invoice with corrected wording.
· This Agreement will expand Pettengill’s services to provide the following Substance Use Disorder services to identified Georgetown residents in collaboration with GeorgetownCARES, Georgetown Police Department, and Georgetown Council on Aging. Services will include Overdose & Additional Outreach, Substance Addiction Screening, Assessment & Brief Intervention (SBIRT); Case Planning and Recovery Follow-Along, Assessment and referral to support programs; Intensive Case Management; Community Education and Resource Building; Family Support; Collaboration with Recovery Coaches; and Professional Development. 

· Lauri Murphy from Pettengill will submit a draft flyer of services to GeorgetownCARES; we will add GeorgetownCARES info & contacts for GeorgetownCARES, the Police, COA & the schools.
· NEW BUSINESS:

· Voted to APPROVE payment of $5000 to City of Newburyport, c/o Essex County Asset Builder Network as presented, Invoice #3, for Year 4 grant FY21 11/6/2020 http://ecabnetwork.org 
Invoice is for services including but not limited to staff time, youth and famiky programming and supports, data distribution, community presentations, youth development philosophy support 
ECAB has been working on their website, using it for outreach with COVID-family friendly resources, newsletters & online events,  along with content to drive people to the website. ECAB has also been reaching people with mailings to get the word out about what resources are currently available.  The focus recently has been less about risky behaviors and more about helping youth thrive by helping to get people’s basic needs, such as technology, food and housing, met. 
· GYCC – Georgetown Youth Community Center – Erin Duggan, Director of the GYCC, presented to the Committee a plan for the GYCCC Outdoor Winter Park 2020-2021, which includes a 40x80’ portable ice rink, potentially for set-up next to the public library. It would be in operation approximately 10 weeks, with GYCC programming and red and green flags in between program times to indicate accessibility. It’s been a tough year for all of the youth & the community, and outdoor gatherings, socially distanced, could provide emotional and social support for everyone. Park & Rec approved the project on Nov 18th, and the BOS is expected to approve it on Nov. 23rd. However, Doug indicated that since the rink would be property of the Park & Rec, that Park & Rec needs to collaborate & gain approval from the Library Trustees. Many details have yet to be worked out. Doug recommended that Erin contact Mission Dispensary for the $3,000 she is seeking, as GeorgetownCARES has not been able to provide funding for the GYCC in the past, and cannot move money into another town department’s budget line. Chief Cudmore suggested that Erin get in touch with Eric from Trytinct.com to request a sponsorship.
