CORRESPONDENCE – The committee approved the Meeting Minutes for 11/15/2018.
INFORMATION FOR THE COMMITTEE
Det. Rodden told us about a new type of fentanyl called “Pepto,” which is a pink powder that is Narcan-resistent. It is working it’s way up the East Coast, but is not here yet. Currently there are reports of it in the Tri-State area, ie, NY, NJ & CT. The average age of use is in the 20’s. In general, we are seeing less heroin and more fentanyl in the area, though our levels are still less than the larger urban communities that surround us. 

Doug updated us on the Healthy Pharms Host Agreement contribution stream for GeorgetownCARES. Healthy Pharms is committed to continuing their “charitable contribution” to the town. While terms are still being negotiated as to where the contribution will go, it could possibly go directly into a budget line dedicated to substance abuse prevention. If so, the money would be available to Georgetown Coalition Committee initiates beginning in FY2020. Doug would like to see initiatives that would help the adult population. 
“Hidden in Plain Sight,” is is planned for March 19th, 2019, 6-9pm. SRO Olshefsky is our point person to present this program to the Georgetown Community, and we will invite him to our next meeting. Kerry Lee from GMHS will help create a teenager’s bedroom scene, and parents will be able to participate in a scavenger hunt for around 30 items that young people might use to hide illegal substances. The program seeks to strengthen parental knowledge and detective skills about teenage substance use. http://powertotheparent.org/be-aware/hidden-in-plain-sight/ Det. Rodden suggested that we might want to pair it with an upcoming election, mentioning to voters that if you have a teenager, you might want to stop by and see this, and have it at Penn Brook.
