ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION   

The Tenney – Bailey House is located on the northerly side of West Main Street nearly opposite its intersection with School Street.  Built ca. 1820, the plan of the house has two principal rooms on the easterly side and an entry and a third room on the other side.  The front façade has an entrance on the westerly side of the first story offset by two windows; three windows are unevenly spaced across the second story as they are aligned with the entrance and windows below.  The entrance is recessed, but without the heavy trabeated architrave typical of Greek Revival style.  A porch probably distinguished the entrance, but there is none now, and a Colonial Revival-style broken pediment has been added over the doorway.  The gable is enclosed in a full pediment with a bed across the base.  Although features are now concealed by added vinyl siding, the entablatures are less massive and more attenuated than those that were designed in the Greek Revival style later.  Two attic windows are contained within the pediment.  Windows are grouped in pairs on both stories on the easterly wall for front and back rooms; two windows are paired in the center of each story on the westerly wall.  The location of the chimney off the ridge on the front wall, as well as the tight placement of large windows, suggest that hearths were placed on the wall between the front room and the entry. A second chimney is located off the ridge towards the rear of the house.  A narrow, two-story rear ell is aligned with the westerly side of the house.  It had an entrance and probably a porch in the hollow on the easterly side.  This façade has been altered with the addition of more doorways on the second story and an exterior stair.  

The house is sited in the northwest corner of an irregularly-shaped lot, the rest of which has been paved for parking.

HISTORICAL NARRATIVE    

The house at 33 West Main Street was built for David B. Tenney (1758-1830) soon after his marriage to Hannah T. Little in 1816 in Salem.  When Tenney died in 1830 he left his widow and young family in the West Main Street residence.  Their daughter, Eveline Matilda Tenney, married shoe cutter, Charles James Bailey, in 1839, and the newlyweds joined the 33 West Main Street household.  The 1850 census enumerates two households at the address, one of them headed by Charles Bailey and the other by his wife’s brother, David B. Tenney.  Hannah Little Tenney had passed away by this time.  Charles and Eveline Bailey had two children—Frank P., born about 1842, and Rosa T., born about 1847. By the time the 1856 map of Georgetown was published, David B. Tenney had relocated to Haverhill and “C. Bailey” is associated with the property.  The 1860 census shows Bailey in this household with his family and that of shoemaker Edward P. Wildes.
Charles Bailey remained in this house almost until he died, in August 1907. By 1906 he appears to have sold the property to Henrietta P. Chaplin of Georgetown, who sold it in October of that year to Fred Perkins Andrews.
 Andrews, born in Topsfield about 1871, was a store clerk and by 1907 a news dealer; he had been living in Georgetown since about 1905. In 1910 he married Mary Cleora Whitney of Gorham, Maine, and by 1912 Andrews was also running an insurance agency, either from this house or from 25 West Main Street. Andrews is shown at 33 West Main Street in the 1930 census with his wife Mary, son Bruce, then seventeen, daughter Bernice, then fourteen, and an elderly Danish-born widow boarder. 

Fred P. Andrews died in 1933, and by 1940 his widow owned the insurance agency and his son Bruce was managing it; it was then at 33 West Main. In 1958 Mary Andrews deeded the property to her son Bruce, and in 1966 he sold it to Nancy Anne Gardner. The property changed hands fairly often in the 1970s and was acquired in part by Stephen D. Horne in July 1976. Horne’s son Stephen D. Horne is the current owner, and the building houses Coco, Early & Associates Real Estate.
