ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION   

The Patrick & Rose McGauley House, built ca. 1874, is a two-story wood frame single dwelling with a gable roof located on the westerly side of Cottage Street north of Andover Street.  The original front gable street façade has been altered by the removal of an entrance and one or two windows from the first story.  The upper-story windows have been replaced with small modern units; however, the distinctive Classical cornice following the raking roof edge survives.  At some recent date, the entrance was moved to the southerly side of the building where a long porch, now enclosed spans the length of the house and a one-story rear ell.  The house was resided with wood shingles when the door and window alterations were made. 
The house is sited close to the street on a small lot with a small yard mostly enclosed by a stockade fence; the railroad right-of-way forms its westerly boundary.  A paved driveway is located on the southerly side of the house. 
The Patrick & Rose McGauley House, built c. 1874, is a representative example of a small single-family dwelling built for working class families in Georgetown during the 19th century.  Although altered, the building is a contributing component of the village district.     
HISTORICAL NARRATIVE 
The house at 6 Cottage Street appears to have been built about 1874 by Irish immigrant laborer Owen McGauley for the family of Patrick McGauley, an Irish immigrant farm laborer who may have been a cousin. According to his death record Owen McGauley, born in Ulster about 1832, was the son of Terrence and Kate Duffy McGauley. He probably came to Boston aboard the ship Rio Grande from Liverpool in 1851 at the age of nineteen, and two years later he married Bridget Flanagan, an Irish immigrant living in Methuen, in Lawrence. By the time of the birth of their first child Mary Ann in 1854, the couple was living in Georgetown. In 1863 Jeremiah P. Jones, an attorney who lived on Andover Street, sold a lot with a building on the east side of Cottage Street, later numbered 1 Cottage Street and not extant, to Bridget McGauley, who according to the deed intending “to use the same for a homestead.”
 The 1870 census shows the family in this neighborhood, and the 1872 map labels the 1 Cottage Street house “O. McGoley.” The family remained at 1 Cottage Street through at least 1940.
In August 1864 Jones sold Bridget McGauley a second parcel eight rods square (about 0.05 acre) on the west side of the “passageway” that became Cottage Street for $150; there is no mention of a building in the deed, and no buildings appear on the west side of Cottage Street on the 1872 village map.
  By March 1874, when Owen and Bridget McGauley sold both parcels to Patrick McGauley for one thousand dollars, a building probably stood at 6 Cottage Street.
 The 1880 census enumerates Patrick McGauley some four households apart from Owen McGauley in a household that included his wife Rose and five   children—John F., James P., Mary E., Frederick, and Michael, all born in Massachusetts between 1869 and 1878. A sixth child, George H., was born in 1884.
According to the 1900 census, Patrick McGauley was born in Ireland in 1845 and emigrated in 1864. By 1868 he was living in Georgetown, according to his marriage record: in Haverhill on 13 August that year he married Rosa Carroll, who was born in Ireland and was the daughter of Patrick and Catherine Carroll; she was also a Georgetown resident at the time. By 1880 he worked for the Boston and Maine Railroad as a track repairer.

The absence of street numbers in early censuses and directories make it difficult to determine who occupied which household after Owen and Bridget McGauley sold the two parcels to Patrick McGauley, but it seems likely that Owen and Bridget remained, probably until Owen’s death, at 1 Cottage Street and that Patrick McGauley and his family occupied 6 Cottage Street. Owen McGauley, who had served for four years in Companies A and E of the 17th Massachusetts Infantry Regiment during the Civil War, was in poor health and partly blind by 1890. He died in December 1895 of, according to his death record, myelitis (a spinal cord inflammation that affects the nervous system) brought on by “complications” from malaria, probably initially contracted during the war; he was sixty-three. The 1900 census shows Bridget McGauley living alone in a rented household; she may by then have been living at 6 Cottage, as she was enumerated after Patrick Foley, who lived at the end of the street at 9 Cottage. In 1900 Patrick McGauley was enumerated after the widow Rose Moan, who lived at the northeast corner of Andover and Cottage Streets; his household included his wife Rose and five of their six children. John and Michael were laborers; Frederick worked as a shoe shop stock fitter; George, then sixteen, worked in the carding room of a woolen mill; and Mary E., the only daughter, was not employed outside the home.
By 1910 Patrick McGauley, then sixty-eight, worked as a tender and flagman for the railroad at the Andover Street crossing, and his sons John and Michael were also railroad workers, John a section superintendent and Michael a section hand. George remained a stock fitter, and by 1910 Patrick’s brother, Frank, also a section hand, was living with the family.
In 1911 Bridget McGauley died at her Cottage Street home, and by 1916 the directory numbers the Patrick McGauley home as 1 Cottage Street. By then McGauley rented 6 Cottage Street to the hairdresser Arthur James Hughes, who lived there with his brother John F. Hughes, with whom he was in business at their 18 West Main Street barber shop, and their sisters Katherine E., a stenographer, and Rose A. Hughes. Born between 1870 and 1880 in Georgetown, the Hughes siblings were the children of Ulster-born shoemaker Arthur Hughes and his wife Ann Carroll Hughes, who worked as a boot-stitcher in 1880; the family boarded in the Patrick and Rose Moan household in the mid-1880s. By 1900 Arthur Hughes had died, and Ann Hughes owned a Cottage Street house where she lived with her children Edward P., a hotel porter; Arthur James; Rose E.; John F.; and Katherine. Ann Carroll Hughes died in 1911, the same year that Bridget McGauley died. The Hughes children may have had to sell the house and rent 6 Cottage Street from Patrick McGauley after their mother’s death, though the 1920 census shows them as owning 8 Cottage Street; this may be a misnumbered 6 Cottage Street, which is not shown consecutively in the 1920 census, or it may be their parents’ house and no longer extant. 
The 1932 directory shows Arthur J. Hughes at 6 Cottage Street, where he lived until he died in 1944.
 The 1940 census shows him as a sixty-six year old barber owning 6 Cottage Street and living there with his sisters Rose and Katherine. Rose died in 1947, and by 1957 Katherine had moved to 5 School Street. 
Deeds show that the McGauley family owned 6 Cottage Street until 1955. In 1925 the McGauley siblings had deeded both 1 and 6 Cottage Street to their sister Mary E. McGauley, and in 1943 she deeded both to herself and her brother Frederick. Mary McGauley died in March 1946, and in September 1955 Fred’s widow Deborah McGauley deeded 6 Cottage Street to Katherine E. Hughes. Less than a year later Hughes, the executor of Fred McGauley’s estate, sold 6 Cottage Street to Prescott H. and Marion C. Sherburne, who had defaulted on their mortgage by April 1958. By May 1965 Malcolm H. Burns and Philip Ackerman, who then lived at 15 and 17 Andover Street just south of the 6 Cottage Street property, acquired both 1 and 6 Cottage Street, and they sold 6 Cottage Street to Herbert S. Face Jr. and Caryl E. Face in October 1968. The Face family still owns the property.
