The landlord has a contract with to complete a new roof installation asap, 

the earliest time that was available was mid June.   
She hired a contractor to place a temporary waterproof patch on the roof

to prevent further water damage, I confirmed that the patch was installed.

If the patch is sufficient during the next rainfall event, and there is no 

continued leaking, she has contracted to have the ceiling and light fixture 

replaced soon thereafter.

I will continue to monitor the situation to determine if further action by the 

BOH is required.
